These are Persecution of the Pandemic-Hate to me. The mutual casual nexus and the concentration on me means it. Having ignored each impossible occurrences is their common madness.

@® A Metropolitan Police Department ignored my damage report, then my aunt died exactly on the deadline-day (Threat-Homicide)

% MPD ignored my damage report delivered on 20090120, and suggested their harm to me. It’s 100% illegal (99.9999999%)

This damage report was a request for the detection of persecution (boycotts) by the Pandemic-Hate to me.

Because, 1 it cannot ignore, 2 the deadline for reply was specified within one month, 3 it was too obvious of illegality. So It was an impossible choice(treatment).
1 the content wasn’t negligible (request for detection of boycotts, dangerous drivings, etc persecution)

(1) (page 3)% Face-pass (mmy passenger's escape who called my taxi) which is a rare per life, occurred 20 times per my workday.

(2) (Page 5)% the average sales of the company always dropped down together exactly on_ my workday. 2007~2009 If overall (1) to (3), it is boycotts.

Since the fluctuation range was more than 10% on average, it cannot be explained by other factor.

The average sales amount of the company was steadily declined, and when I leaved (2009), it decreased by about 40% from my joining (2006).

These data was exactly "a inconvenient truth" for the Pandemic-Hate. The average sales of 200,000 taxis in the metropolitan area were the same.

Then, each taxi company panicked due to many workday changes flooded trying to avoid my work day.

In order to turn out this interlocking, the Pandemic-Hate promoted a go-home-campaign, then it caused the_ Great Depression to the metropolitan night town.

In particular, Haven't told me the reason why they won't accept my damage report is a fatal defect of duty and legal violation.

The police have a number of duties based on laws, such as Article 2 of the Police Law, "Protection of Personal Life, Body, and Property" .

Thus, it’s a breach of the obligation to avoid results based on a_predictability due to the responsibility and my appeal, and a hindrance to the procedure (accusation), and to the
exercise of the right to get proper procedure.

This is of course a murder for an implicit threat to me, saying, "If you won't forget the damage report, we'll kill you like this", but there hasn't been anyone admitted this!!!

Since these two rare occurrences can never overlap stochastically by chance, and there are many dramas and novels with similar situation settings, as our rule of thumb,
everyone feels threatening. Taken together, this must have been a murder for threatening me relevant to the damage report.

After that, the Saitama Prefectural Police Department disguised the murder as a traffic accident (hit-and-run).

Soon I protested it to the MPD and main medias, but they were all ignored!!! It’s impossible occurrence.

% A hunter cannot shoot if a person is unconscious in his presence. Naturally, this is an illegal shooting. The statistical rarity of the similar case proofs it.

* Because of the following illegalities are too obvious to anyone, so he dared to firing is extremely suspicious.

Yet, the five policemen who inspected the site all denied the threat only because the gunner hasn't notified me any harm, and ignored the rest illegality.

1 Violation of Article 38-3 of the Hunting Law, because it is a close distance, so I am a "person who may reach the bullet"

Attempts of Homicide (Criminal Code 203), suspicion of aiming for shock death due to the unconscious nearby roaring

Assault (Criminal Code 208), the unconscious roar is a direct attack on my body by the physical force of sound waves

Insults (Criminal Code 231), the unconscious roar, close range, invading my field without permission, behavior ignoring my existence, three friends staring around

(2)% 20150126 9:00, huge bloodstains on my way
huge bloodstains were scattered on my pass 200m just before the shooting site, and huge crows gathered and were very noisy.
The dead boar, which is thought to be the cause of this bloodstain, was originally located about 20 m north of here, moreover, there was no bloodstain between this 20m.
For crows and beasts, the path is irrelevant, so it is 99% artificial because it was just on the path. Moreover, this village road was virtually used only me.
Moreover, hunters are well aware of exposing such scene on a public road is a violation of Article 18 of the Hunting Law, "Rules for Leaving Residues".
The official name of the hunting law is “Protection and Control of Wild Birds and Mammals and Hunting Management Law”.
The focuses are, on my path, no bloodstains on this 20m, no need to bring out, two weeks later, 200m, leaving a residue on public road, too much.
So this must be an implicit threat of the hunters saying, "We will shoot and kill you like this".

(3)% 20150126 16:30, two small boar carcasses on my path
First of all, this is exactly after two hours from the on-site inspection of blood stains by Mr. Takahiro Kuroiwa policeman around 15:00 that day.
There is no reason for the corpse, which had been in original place until then, to suddenly start moving.
According to his report, large and small dead boars were around the pass, so one plus than his report. Then, one of two disappeared the next morning.
If a crow or a beast, they little to leave both on the pass, and if they intend to take them home, they would so. Therefore, it is 99% artificial.
The focuses are, only 2 hours from the field survey, on my path, no need to bring out, two weeks later, 200m, leaving a residue on the public road.
So this must be an implicit threat of the hunters saying, "We will shoot and kill you like this".

(4)% 20150327 9:00, the large boar’s fur on my path (video)
Only bears can move the skeleton of a 100 kg class big boar, but originally, animals don't eat rotten carcasses that are nearly three months old. Itis 99% artificial.
If this was a hunter’s doing, Why left it behind originally? Why dismantle it at this stage? These don't match. Meaningless action naturally means other purpose.
The focuses are, the meaningless act, on my path, three months after the death, no need to bring out, leaving a residue on the public road, 220m.
So this must be an implicit threat of the hunters saying, "We will shoot and kill you like this".

(5)% 20150221 16:00, Mr. Kazutoshi Takahashi ambushed me (video) (1/100)
He is a leader of the hunters, appeared alone on my way home of walking with a name tag. (Proof of ambush by constant monitoring of me)

If it was true that he was going to meet the_angler fishing on the dam, he need not get out of his car 400m before the dam.
The focus is, the mastermind, 400m before the dam, a hunter's equipment in the sunset, appeared after me.

C 20191229 1330 ~ 1530 (total about 30 shots, 8 of those and hunter's voice recorded) The bullets is too many. Ambushing of my walking.

(7)% Frequent Popping Sounds around me (many recordings)

The Popping Sound sounds like a firecracker or a distant gunshot. It always stopped when approaching to search for its source.

(8)% Frequent hunting sign around me (recordings)
An owl squeal mimicry of “hoo (2 seconds) hohoo” is hunter’s signal.
It was often heard around my bedroom mid night, but I also confirmed an old couple in my neighbor imitating it in the daytime.
